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TEACHING ENGLISH FOR ACADEMIC PURPOSES:
FLIPPED LEARNING APPROACH

The article researches the relevance and implementation of the Flipped Classroom
model in English for Academic Purposes courses within Ukrainian higher education
institutions. It analyzes scholarly approaches to this educational technology and
outlines its key principles, advantages, and stages of implementation. The paper
presents the experience of the Department of Foreign Philology and Translation at
VITE SUTE in applying the FC model using the Moodle platform.

Keywords: flipped classroom, English for Academic Purposes, digital learning,
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Statement of the problem. The growing internationalization of universities and
the fact that English is becoming the lingua franca of international academic and
scientific communication make English for Academic Purposes (EAP) courses more
and more critical in educational programs. The ability to understand and produce
academic texts in English is a key component of the research competence of master’s
students. With today’s students belonging to the virtual world, implementing a teaching
method tailored to their interests is essential for its success, as embracing digital
learning may engage 21st-century students. The task of higher education institutions
lies in developing and implementing new teaching approaches, the practical application
of which will improve the quality of training of future specialists and ensure their
competitiveness in the modern labor market.

Analysis of recent research and publications. Flipped classroom (FC) as
educational technology is a relatively new phenomenon in Ukraine, attracting

increased interest from national and foreign scholars. Over the past decade, scientific
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research on theoretical and practical aspects of the implementation of this innovative
educational technology has been carried out by such foreign scholars as M. Andrade,
J. Bergmann, J. Baker, S. Brame, A. Evseeva, A. Sams, A. Solozhenko, J. Strayer,
K. Samsung, B. Tucker, E. Westermann, etc. The Ukrainian pedagogical community,
through the scientific works of O. Volnevych, N. Havryliuk, N. Ivanytska, O.
Osaulchyk, I. Piankovska, O. Kuzminska, L. Dovhan, I. Stoliarenko, N. Prykhodkina,
and T. Yarmolchuk, has contributed to the problem of implementing the analyzed
educational technology in Ukrainian higher education institutions.

The article analyzes the features and feasibility of implementing the FC model
for teaching English for Academic Purposes.

Results and discussion. In Ukraine, FC technology is being actively researched
and gradually implemented in higher education institutions. Yuliia Klymovych has
analyzed the semantic structure of the researched concept in the scientific works of
domestic and foreign scholars and defined it as an ‘innovative pedagogical technology
that involves the independent acquisition of professionally significant knowledge and
skills based on an educational online platform and collaborative interaction between
learners and the teacher during classroom sessions’ [8, p. 8].

According to the FC model, the students have to search for new information and
learn new materials before the classroom activities using literature sources, video, and
audio resources provided by the teacher on the particular topic. Thus, classroom
activities are devoted to forming practical speaking, reading, and writing skills. Within
flipped learning, there can be distinguished ‘three roles of the lecturer in the learning
process; as a facilitator, an instructor, and a resource, while the roles of the learners
were as recipients and as partners’ [6, p. 26]. One of the benefits of this model is ‘its
attractiveness for people with different learning styles’ [3, p. 13]. As a result, students
get more motivated, responsible, active, and independent [4].

Researchers sought to illuminate the components of the FC model by dissecting
the acronym FLIPPED. They elucidated that F signifies a ‘flexible environment’,
L denotes a ‘learning culture’, I stands for ‘intentional content’, the first P represents

‘professional educators’, the second P denotes ‘progressive networking activities’, E
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translates to an ‘engaging and effective learning experience’ and D encapsulates a
‘diversified and seamless learning platform” [2]. This conceptual framework
underscores the holistic nature of the FC model, emphasizing the integration of
pedagogical adaptability, collaborative dynamics, and learner-centered strategies. The
model aims to foster a cohesive educational system that enhances engagement and
academic outcomes by aligning these components.

Researchers identify core principles of FC learning: thinking: flipped learning
requires a radical redefinition of the teachers’ and students’ roles and the search for
rational ways to increase the effectiveness of their interaction; time: successful
implementation of FC model requires an investment of time, including support from
school administrators and leaders; keep it simple: fostering more productive
relationships between students and teachers to guarantee learning outcomes;
professional development: the teachers’ willingness to use innovative technologies and
training methods; technology: identifying the right technology, the right technology
providers and securing the necessary technical training are crucial for FC successful
implementing; take it global: increasing numbers of teachers and school leaders are
flipping their classes; spreading flipped learning’s best thinking, best practices and best
technologies worldwide.

Scholars [1] proposed a three-step process for implementing the flipped classroom

model, comprising the pre-class, in-class, and post-class stages (Figure 1).

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To implement these three stages, teachers need to ensure the following principles.
The first principle is that instructors allow students to gain preliminary information
before the class activity. Second, the instructor encourages students to watch online
lectures and to be prepared before the class activity. Third, teachers organize
assessment methods; Fourth, teachers link in-class and out-of-class activities. Fifth,
teachers give unambiguous and well-organized instruction to students. Sixth, teachers
supply students with enough time to complete the assignments. Seventh, teachers
encourage students to build a learning community. Eighth, teachers give immediate
feedback on individual or group work activities. Lastly, teachers provide students with
familiar technologies they can easily access [3, p. 67].

Presenting the Department of Foreign Philology and Translation of VITE SUTE
experience, it 1s worth noting that the teachers have successfully implemented many
materials in the teaching process using the Moodle platform. Learning via the flipped
classroom model, learners practice the knowledge gained at home from videos and
gadgets, critically rethink theoretical material, develop interpersonal skills, make
decisions independently, etc.

The FC model can be implemented in EAP classes as follows:

Pre-Class Activities. Watching & listening. Each video should last 10-15 minutes
to engage learners and minimize their distractions. After each video, students complete
a brief self-practice interactive quiz comprising true/false, multiple-choice, or fill-in-
the-blank questions. These tasks are simple, as students can answer if they understand
the content of the video. The videos and quizzes are uploaded to the e-learning platform
(Moodle), where students can attempt them multiple times and receive immediate
feedback on incorrect answers. Teachers monitor results to identify areas of difficulty
before class. However, quizzes are not graded but are considered part of the students’
attendance.

Reading. Students read a book chapter or a peer-reviewed journal article that
complements the video content, varying in complexity to enhance comprehension and

analytical skills.
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Academic Vocabulary Activities. Students complete interactive exercises based
on the Academic Word List (AWL) to expand their academic lexicon and are
encouraged to incorporate newly learned vocabulary into their writing assignments [7].

In-Class Activities. Question and answer discussion (10-15 minutes). Each class
begins with a discussion to verify that learners have watched the videos and read the
necessary materials. Students are required to bring their notes and questions to
participate actively. They first discuss their questions in small groups, followed by a
teacher-monitored whole-class discussion to address challenging or complex
questions.

In-class formative quiz (10-15 minutes). Quizzes are conducted using a game-
based learning platform, Kahoot, enabling students to use their mobile phones to
participate. These quizzes are interactive and are marked automatically, so teachers
receive the students’ grades in class on the screen.

Think-pair-share exercise (15 minutes). Students are presented with a problem
individually before sharing their solutions with a partner. This exercise fosters such
soft skills as critical thinking and collaborative problem-solving.

Group-work hands-on activity (30 minutes) is designed to engage students in a
collaborative group activity to practice and apply the content they acquired before
class.

Group presentations (10 minutes). Students deliver brief, two-minute
presentations on the challenges they face. The teacher provides feedback during the
presentation to help students improve and prepare for their final presentations [7].

After-Class Activities. A research article (summative assessment) is a problem-
solution essay in which students analyze the causes and effects of a problem, evaluate
previous solutions, and persuade the reader with their best solution. The learners must
use the new vocabulary that they developed from the AWL.

Scientific publication review. Students use the academic vocabulary acquired in
reviewing a journal article focusing on current course content to demonstrate that they

have reached the intended learning objectives of the module.
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Recorded video at the end of the semester. At the end of the semester, each student
creates a video in which they teach the intended learning objectives of the module to a
hypothetical class. The teacher watches the video and gives feedback to the student on
parts that need to be reviewed or omitted due to misunderstandings or misconceptions
[7].

Conclusions. Thus, the FC methodology is one of the modern pedagogical
methods of teaching and organizing the educational process in higher education
institutions. Its application is due to the need to consider the cognitive characteristics
of a modern higher education student and the need for a capacious presentation of
educational material in the form most convenient for its perception, understanding,
assimilation, and memorization.
